SETSUCON 2010 AMV CONTEST

The rules and regulations are listed below.  PLEASE READ ALL THE RULES BEFORE ENTERING!

General Rules:
· There will be winners for best in show and best video and honorable mention for each category.  Winners will be determined by secret-ballot voting open to all Setsucon attendees during the contest.

· There will be 4 categories; Comedy, Action, Romantic/sentimental, and Upbeat.

· Anyone, both veterans and amateur video editors from anywhere are encouraged to participate.

· Multi-editor projects are acceptable.
· All videos must be no more than two years old if they have been submitted in an AMV contest in the past, and must not have won awards at any other convention, film festival or online competition.

· Attending Setsucon 2010 is not required for submitting an entry although it is greatly encouraged.

· The AMV contest will likely run for about 1-2 hours.  Depending on number of entries an overflow showing MIGHT be organized.

· Exceptions to these rules and all other rules will be made on video-by-video process.

· Only one video submission per person or multi-editor collaboration please.

Technical Rules:

· It’s preferred that submissions should be encoded in either mpeg2, avi, or xvid format, though not required.  All files will be converted into uniform format for con- showing, so quality is key.

· Please leave about 2 seconds of black space before and after your production.

· Send your entry in a standard 720x480 resolution and 29.9 fps format if possible, this will save us time and you can see the finished product in all its glory. All other resolutions should be done in 4x3 or 16x9 standard ratios.

· All videos must use anime footage, some video game content is alright as long as: A) it does not make up the duration of the film B) the game originated in Japan.
· It would be wise to preview your burned entry to ensure that it plays properly (sound is clear, timing, no burning errors etc).
· The contest will be shown in VLC Media Player.

· Bad pixel quality, subtitles, logos etc will result in immediate disqualification.
· Due to time constraints, we are currently looking at setting the time limit for each video at between 30sec and 5 minutes. No more, no less.

· Please do not include a title screen or credits ANYWHERE in your video.  We will format one for the show using the information provided on the entry form.

Submission Rules:

· ALL SUBMISSIONS MUST BE POSTMARKED NO LATER THAN JANUARY 4th 2010.

· Entries can be submitted on any kind of disc medium (CD, DVD, dual layer is OK) EXCEPT BLU-RAY OR HD-DVD!
· Setsucon reserves rights to disqualify AMV Contest submissions for any of the following reasons: Objectionable content in the song or video (language, hentai), bad audio or video quality, subtitled footage, failure to adhere to submission rules, lack of signed entry form, or any reason the viewing staff deems necessary. If you are unsure if your video would be disqualified due to the above rule, e-mail the contest coordinator and we can view the content of your video and make a decision.  Remember the AMV Contest will be an event open to all ages so content must be tasteful.
· All submissions will NOT be returned, please do not send the only master copy.

· If you used more than two animes or songs for your video, please write “various” in the appropriate space on the entry form.  The “name” field is for your name and names of those who made the video with you. If your video makes the final cut to appear in the contest, and you do not wish for your real name to be used on screen, please write a nickname, call sign, or multi-editor name next to it in parentheses.
